2. Make a promise

If you make the hands as a sign of promise, send
them or take them to your local politician and ask
for action to halve global poverty. If you have
never considered your prophetic voice being used
in this way, remember Nehemiah who spoke
boldly to his king.

If you prefer, you can send the hand -prints to
your national campaign office so they can meet
with politicians on your behalf.

Together, all th ese meetings will contribute to
our global target of impacting 1,000 political
leaders.
